Dear Patty,

On March 15, 2006 it was necessary for me to have a pacemaker implanted -- it was
constantly uncomfortable with a feeling of pressure in my chest and pain in the area of the
pacemaker.

The first time I was privileged to attend a moonlight event was September 25, 2007. A
half hour afier returning to our motel the pressure and pain in my chest was suddenly
gone. And such a wonderful feeling of well- being and peace enveloped me. This lasted
for a week, then the pain and discomfort returned.

The second time we experienced the moonlight event was October 25, 2007 -- the same
thing happened -- the pain and discomfort disappeared and has remained gone through
today. And I have been having eight to nine hours of restful sleep at night, where prior to
this I had been experiencing disturbed sleep -- often being awake for one or two hours
several times during the night.

The third time we attended the moonlight event was November 24, 2007. There were no
noticeable changes but the feelings of peace and well-being remained. On March 20,
2008 was the next time we were subject to the concentrated moonlight. Again no
noticeable changes.

On April 8, 2008 I had my regular six months checkup with my cardiologist in Tucson --
he was very pleased with how well I looked and said that my skin color was good and
remarked that it appeared that I would make it to my goal of 103 years of age! There
were no changes in my prescribed medications.

Next was an appointment at the pacemaker clinic in University Hospital. The attendants
there were also very pleased with the read-out of my pacemaker. Everything checked out
beautifully. Now I need to have an echocardiogram to see if the ejection fraction has
improved -- will let you know if there is improvement in that area. Am looking forward
to seeing you on April 17",
